Classification of athletes:

National Team:
1) Senior A: Must acquire minimum technical element score for the ISU Four Continents Championships
2) Senior B: Skaters passing the senior exam by ISU regulations
3) Junior A: Top three ranking juniors in national standing

International Pool:
1) Junior B: Skaters passing the junior exam by ISU regulations
2) Advanced Novice: Skaters passing the advanced novice exam by ISU regulations
3) Advanced Novice below: Skaters who are below the advanced novice level with at least a quartered double axel

Developmental pool:
1) Skaters passing the PHSU exam for the intermediate novice and basic novice level.

Notes:
Skaters must have competed in the Philippine National Championships to be considered for any international competition, unless injured during the most recent held national event.
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
